Recent decades have seen significant changes related to
women’s rights and women’s empowerment in Arab society,
accompanied by processes of academization, economic
development and independence of thought. Similarly to
other Palestinian women artists working in the Israeli art
scene, Linda Taha brings forward these issues in her work,
addressing questions related to women'’s rights and status
which have engaged many women artists since the feminist
revolution of the 1960s and 1970s. The artistic activism
approach that she adopts is usually separated into three
aspects: the personal, the social-cultural and the political.
Linda Taha focuses on the first two- the personal and the
social-cultural, working with typical female materials from
the female world and environment.

Forthe artist, her academic studies broadened her horizons:
as her world opened to new dimensions, she was more
capable to express her feelings and thoughts, moving
between her personal world and her environment as an
artist. Her works reflect an artistic freedom with is the result
of personal freedom. Many social constructions, such as
family, society and culture, affect the artist, and the need
to face them sometimes results in loneliness. In her art,
the artist builds a foundation for conversation and brings
forward the multiple complex issues she experiences in
relation to her environment in her day-to-day life.

The currentexhibitionincludesfourcollections of works from
the last two decades: the first includes some self-portraits;
the second focuses on family portraits; the third examines
the artist’s relationship with her native town of Jaljulia; and
the fourth presents Linda Taha as a multidisciplinary artist,
working in diverse techniques and media.
